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PREFACE

This work has been primarily designed as a book of reference. The contents and the
general lay-out were approved by the Librarlans of the War Office and Imperial War Museum
before the task was undertaken. -

The serles of Orders of Battle which 1t contains have been compiled from the official
records and cover the period of the Second World War from 3rd September 1939 to
31st August 1945,

It 1s divided into two Volumes, containing nine Parts, one Appendix and one Supplement.
Only United Kingdom and Colonial Formations and units, which were moblllsed, are listed.
Except in the Supplement, 1t contains no references to the forces deployed by any of the
Countries of the Commonwealth, Information relating to such forces should be sought from
the Millitary Headquarters, in London, of the Country concerned. The formations and units
comprising AA Command are not shown, whilst all those units which served as GHQ, Army, and
Corps Troops under GHQ Home forces have been omitted.

An itinerary of each formation or unit during the war 1s included. The titles of the -

Appendix I. These tables, which Include the administrative units allotted, should be
studied in conjunction with the detalls given for each of these formations in Part I.

The various War Establishments, tried throughout the war, for the Armoured Formations
and Units are given in Volume I. .

Except In the case of Brigade Groups no Administrative units are listed.

The Supplement contains additional details relating to two of the principal Land
battles of the War.
